An amendment to Chapter 17.46 Site Plan Review. 

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Blue Grass, Iowa after a thorough review and recommendation from the Ordinance Committee, hereby agrees to amend Chapter 17.46 Site Plan Review.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council, of the City of Blue Grass, Iowa, hereby amends the Blue Grass Municipal Code, Section 17.46.030 as follows:

Chapter 17.46

SITE PLAN REVIEW

Sections:
17.46.030
Specifications.
Section 17.46.030 reads as follows:

17.46.030
Specifications.
The purpose of the site plan is to show the facts needed to enable the Planning and Zoning Commission and City Council to determine whether the proposed development meets the requirements of this chapter and complied with the standards listed in Section 17.46.040.  The site plan at a scale of one inch (1”) = twenty feet (20’) or larger shall be prepared by an engineer, landscape architect, urban planner, or other similar professional and shall include the following:

A.
Location map showing relationship to surrounding roads, streams, and public facilities.  (The location map may be at a scale up to 1 inch [1”] = 300 feet [300’].)

B.
The existing site conditions including contours at maximum five foot (5’) intervals, water courses and flood plains, unique natural features and all trees five inches (5”) or more in diameter measured four feet (4’) above natural ground line or general wooded areas.

C.
All required linear yard dimensions of the required district and those provided if different from required.

D.
Parking spaces, drives, radius of curvature of ingress and egress drives, circulation patterns of traffic, access to public or private streets, and location of all structures.

E.
Physical characteristics pertinent to the development.

F.
The total lot area to be reclassified and exterior lot dimensions; the square footage and percentage of the lot covered by existing and proposed structure(s) and hard surfacing; and area of required yards and open space.

G.
The number of parking spaces required and number provided.

H.
The following identification:  owner’s name, the requested reclassification, location of the property, petitioner’s name, address and phone number, agent’s name and phone number if involved in the reclassification request.

I.
All dimensions necessary to assure that the proposed development is in accordance with the requirements of the ordinance.
J.
Date, north marker, name of proposed development.

K.
Location and name of adjoining subdivisions, subdivision lots therein, and names of the adjoining landowners and their zoning classifications.

L.   Zoning district classification, type of water supply and sewage disposal, and storm sewer disposal.

M.
Such other information as deemed necessary by the City Council and/or the City Planning and Zoning Commission.

N.
Esthetics.  All development under the site plan review shall include the following:

1.
Minimum of five (5) trees per acre.

2.
Minimum of 12 shrubs per acre.

3.
Enforcement of the screening ordinance.

O.
Filing with the Commission.  Application for a Site Plan shall be made upon a form available from the City accompanied by a three hundred dollar ($300.00) deposit  for a site plan of five (5) acres or less; and three hundred fifty dollar ($350.00) deposit  for a site plan on more than (5) acres.  Such required deposit is to cover additional costs incurred, such as building commissioner and city hall staff costs.  In addition to the costs deducted from the deposit, the applicant will be charged for the cost of the City Attorney and/or City Engineer fees associated with the Site Plan review, current city expenses for mailing supplies, copies and notification sign(s).  Actual costs will be billed to the applicant regardless of approval.

Section 17.46.030 add “P” to read as follows:

17.46.030
Specifications.
P.    The City Clerk-Financial Officer shall mail a statement to the applicant of the total cost as defined in 17.46.030 “O” allowing 30 (thirty) days for payment and if payment has not been paid within 30 (thirty) days, the City Clerk-Financial Officer shall assess a late fee penalty of $40.00 (forty dollars) and shall certify the cost, plus the late fee penalty to the County Auditor and it shall then be collected with, and in the same manner as, general property taxes. Full force and effect.  This amendment shall be in full force and effect from the date of passage and publication as required by law.

Repealer.  This amendment shall be construed to repeal any prior amendment inconsistent herewith.

Severability of provisions.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this amendment be held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed as separate, distinct and independent provision as such holdings shall not be affected the validity of the remaining portion hereof.
