An amendment to Chapter 15.04 Building Code. 
	
	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Blue Grass, Iowa after a thorough review and recommendation from the Ordinance Committee, hereby agrees to amend Chapter 15.04 Building Code.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council, of the City of Blue Grass, Iowa, hereby amends the Blue Grass Municipal Code, Sections 15.04.02 and 15.04.25 as follows:
Chapter 15.04
BUILDING CODE
Sections:
15.04.020	Building Permit ─ Required.
15.04.025	Contractor – Registration Required.

Section 15.04.020 reads as follows:
15.04.020	Building Permit ─ Required.
No building shall be enlarged, altered, or repaired, nor shall any building work, as defined in the State Building Code, be performed without a permit issued by the Building Commissioner.  A permit shall be issued if the work, as proposed in the application for a permit, meets all of the requirements of this chapter.  If plans and specifications of the proposed work are requested or required, they must also meet the requirements of this chapter.  The permit shall be accompanied with an orange permit that must be displayed on the premises and visible from the street and shall be displayed prior to the start of the job and shall remain on the premises until the job is complete. Section 15.04.020 change to read as follows:
15.04.020	Building Permit ─ Required.
No building shall be enlarged, altered, or repaired, nor shall any building work, as defined in the State Building Code, be performed without a permit issued by the Building Commissioner. A licensed commercial contractor is required for all building work in Commercial and Industrial zoned properties (see Section 15.04.025).  A permit shall be issued if the work, as proposed in the application for a permit, meets all of the requirements of this chapter.  If plans and specifications of the proposed work are requested or required, they must also meet the requirements of this chapter.  The permit shall be accompanied with an orange permit that must be displayed on the premises and visible from the street and shall be displayed prior to the start of the job and shall remain on the premises until the job is complete. Section 15.04.025 reads as follows:
15.04.025	Contractor – Registration Required.
All contractors performing construction work within the corporate limits of the City of Blue Grass must be registered with the City and must be registered with the State of Iowa Division of Labor at 1000 E. Grand Avenue, Des Moines, IA  50319 1-800-562-4692.  Contractors must register annually on a form provided by the City Clerk/Financial Officer with an annual fee of seventy-five dollars ($75.00).  Registrations are valid from January 1 to December 31, fees will not be prorated or refunded.  Contractors are also required to provide both a Certificate of Liability Insurance naming the City of Blue Grass as certificate holder and submit in original form a Contractors Code Compliance Bond provided by the City Clerk/Financial Officer in the amount of ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00).  Contractors are responsible to renew their registration annually and to include new copies of both the Certificate of Liability Insurance and Bond.  No holder of a valid license shall obtain a permit under his/her license and then subcontract, sell or otherwise assign the work covered by the permit to a person or firm who does not have a valid license.  Contractors doing permitted work are expected to know when inspections are required.  Necessary inspections may vary based on the scope or work being performed.  (Amd. 20-03, eff. 11/30/20)

Section 15.04.025 change to read as follows:
15.04.025	Contractor – Registration and Licenses Required.
All contractors performing construction work within the corporate limits of the City of Blue Grass must be registered with the City and must be registered with the State of Iowa Division of Labor at 1000 E. Grand Avenue, Des Moines, IA  50319 1-800-562-4692.  Contractors must register annually on a form provided by the City Clerk/Financial Officer with an annual fee of seventy-five dollars ($75.00).  Registrations are valid from January 1 to December 31, fees will not be prorated or refunded.  Contractors are also required to provide both a Certificate of Liability Insurance naming the City of Blue Grass as certificate holder and submit in original form a Contractors Code Compliance Bond provided by the City Clerk/Financial Officer in the amount of ten thousand dollars ($10,000.00) for residential and twenty-five thousand ($25,000.00) for all commercial and/or industrial.  Commercial property work regulated by City Ordinance must be performed by or under the direct supervision of an individual licensed as a commercial contractor.  No person, firm, partnership or corporation shall engage in construction contracting without having a current valid license certificate issued in accordance with Section 15.04.020.  Commercial contractors must provide a valid license certificate issued by the State of Iowa or equivalent thereof to perform any work that requires a permit on a commercial and/or industrial zoned property in the City of Blue Grass.  Contractors are responsible to renew their registration annually and to include new copies of both the Certificate of Liability Insurance and Bond.  No holder of a valid license shall obtain a permit under his/her license and then subcontract, sell or otherwise assign the work covered by the permit to a person or firm who does not have a valid license.  Contractors doing permitted work are expected to know when inspections are required.  Necessary inspections may vary based on the scope or work being performed.  (Amd. 24-06, eff. 11/25/24)




Full force and effect.  This amendment shall be in full force and effect from the date of passage and publication as required by law.
Repealer.  This amendment shall be construed to repeal any prior amendment inconsistent herewith.
Severability of provisions.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this amendment be held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed as separate, distinct and independent provision as such holdings shall not be affected the validity of the remaining portion hereof.
