An amendment to Chapter 17.24 R-1 Single-Family Residence Districts.
	
	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Blue Grass, Iowa after a thorough review and recommendation from the Ordinance Committee, hereby agrees to amend Chapter 17.24 R-1 Single-Family Residence Districts.
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council, of the City of Blue Grass, Iowa, hereby amends the Blue Grass Municipal Code, Section 17.24.020 as follows:
Chapter 17.24
R-l SINGLE-FAMILY RESIDENCE DISTRICTS
Sections:
17.24.020	Uses Permitted.

Section 17.24.020 reads as follows:
17.24.020	Uses Permitted.
Property and buildings in an R-l Single-family Residence District shall be used only for the following purposes:
A.	A single-family dwelling covering a minimum floor area for living purposes of one thousand two hundred (1,200) square feet and may have an attached or detached garage for three vehicles.
Maximum width of paved driveway at curb shall not exceed thirty-six feet (36’).  (Amd. 14-13, eff. 04/28/14)
B.	Accessory buildings and other uses but not including uses for business purposes and one additional accessory building not to exceed nine hundred (900) square feet.  An accessory building constructed over seven hundred fifty (750) square feet must be constructed with forty-two (42) inch footings.  (Amd. 05-08, eff. 11/07/05) (Amd. 14-13, eff. 04/28/14)
1.	Twenty percent (20%) of lot shall remain unused and open to the sky for rear yard requirements.
2.   Parks may be permitted to have more than one accessory building, if a site plan review is submitted and approved by the building commissioner and the City Council.  A building permit is required.  See §17.24.030 Uses Permitted on Review, Item D. (Amd. 2003-01, eff. 4/1/03)
3.   Accessory buildings may exceed the nine hundred (900) square feet in size requirement with the following conditions being met:  (Amd. 18-04, eff. 09/12/18 ADD:  1-3) 
1.   A residential lot size consisting of 21,780 square feet to 32,670 square feet may be allowed to construct a 1,200 square feet accessory building with the stipulation that twenty percent (20%) of the lot remain unused and open to the sky for rear yard requirements.  


2.   A residential lot size consisting of 32,671 square feet to 43,560 square feet may be allowed to construct a 1,500 square feet accessory building with the stipulation that twenty percent (20%) of the lot remain unused and open to the sky for rear yard requirements.    
3.   A residential lot size consisting of 43,561 square feet and larger may be allowed to construct a 1,800 square feet accessory building with the stipulation that twenty percent (20%) of the lot remain unused and open to the sky for rear yard requirements.    
C.	Deleted.  (Amd. 21-01, eff. 03/08/21)
D.	Essential services.
E.	Family home.  Refer to Chapter 17.08.020. (Amd. 01-05, eff. 10/8/01)

Change 17.24.020 “B” to read as follows:
17.24.020	Uses Permitted.
Property and buildings in an R-l Single-family Residence District shall be used only for the following purposes:
B.	Residents that have a detached garage shall only be allowed to have one portable building (see Section 17.24.080).  Residents with an attached garage shall be allowed to have one accessory building and one portable building (see Section 17.24.080).  Accessory buildings and other uses but not including uses for business purposes and one additional accessory building not to exceed nine hundred (900) square feet.  An accessory building constructed over seven hundred fifty (750) seven hundred twenty (720) square feet must be constructed with forty-two (42) inch footings.  (Amd. 05-08, eff. 11/07/05) (Amd. 14-13, eff. 04/28/14) (Amd. 24-07, eff. 11/25/24)
















Full force and effect.  This amendment shall be in full force and effect from the date of passage and publication as required by law.
Repealer.  This amendment shall be construed to repeal any prior amendment inconsistent herewith.
Severability of provisions.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this amendment be held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed as separate, distinct and independent provision as such holdings shall not be affected the validity of the remaining portion hereof.
