WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Commission, on the request from Midwest Holdings, LLC, held a public hearing on the 12th day of March, 2025 to review a request to rezone Lots 14, 18 and 19 located in the Scott County West Business Park within the corporate limits of the City of Blue Grass, Scott County, Iowa, from C-3 Highway Oriented Commercial District to I-1 General Industrial District,, defined in “Exhibit A”, hereto attached, containing 10.16 acres, more or less, and

	WHEREAS, the Zoning Ordinance of the City of Blue Grass, Iowa and the Official Zoning Maps of the City of Blue Grass, are needed to be amended to provide that the following real estate described in “Exhibit A”, hereto attached be rezoned from C-3 Highway Oriented Commercial District to I-1 General Industrial District, and shall be subject to all rules, regulations and provisions of the said Zoning ordinance.

	NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of the City of Blue Grass, Iowa, hereby authorizes the City Clerk/Financial Officer to file an Amendment to the Zoning Ordinance and accompanying documents with the Scott County Recorder's Office as required by Section 17.12.030 of the Blue Grass Municipal Code. #2:  Legal Description:  Lot 14 located in the Scott County West Business Park better known as 733 Industrial Drive.  The entire parcel lies within the City of Blue Grass, County of Scott and State of Iowa containing 6.06 acres more or less.  

#3:  Legal Description:  Lot 18 located in the Scott County West Business Park better known as 614 W Mayne Street.  The entire parcel lies within the City of Blue Grass, County of Scott and State of Iowa containing 2.06 acres more or less.
