An amendment to Chapter 17.48 Off-Street Parking and Loading. 
	
	WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Blue Grass, Iowa after a thorough review and recommendation from the Ordinance Committee, hereby agrees to amend Chapter 17.48 Off-Street Parking and Loading.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council, of the City of Blue Grass, Iowa, hereby amends the Blue Grass Municipal Code, Chapter 17.48, Section 17.48.080 Off-Street Parking of Vehicles, Recreational Vehicles and Trailers as follows:
Chapter 17.48
OFF-STREET PARKING AND LOADING 
Sections:
17.48.080	Off-Street Parking of Vehicles, Recreational Vehicles and Trailers.

Chapter 17.48.080 now reads:
17.48.080 Off-Street parking of vehicles, Recreational Vehicles and Trailers
Vehicles, recreational vehicles, motor homes, boats with trailers, buses, trucks, utility, construction and enclosed trailers, camping trailers, travel trailers and hauling trailers: 
A.    Vehicles, recreational vehicles, motor homes, boats with trailers, buses, trucks, utility, construction and enclosed trailers that comply with Chapter 8.16 Junk and Abandoned Vehicles, may be parked on residential driveways or parked adjacent to an existing driveway with a four-foot setback from any curb, sidewalk or street edge as to not obstruct the view of pedestrians and/or residents exiting their property.  No more than a total of two of the following types shall be permitted for each family living on the premises:  recreational vehicles, motor homes, boats with trailers, buses, trucks, utility, construction and enclosed trailers, camping trailers, travel trailers or hauling trailers.  Said recreational vehicles, camping trailers, travel trailers, hauling trailers or boat trailers may be parked or stored on any driveway or parked adjacent to an existing driveway during the months of April 1st through October 31st only.  Said recreational vehicles, camping trailers, travel trailers, hauling trailers or boat trailers shall not be parked or stored during the months of November 1st through March 31st unless they are located behind the front yard building line, except as authorized on appeal to the Zoning Board of Adjustments.  A 16’ (sixteen foot) utility trailer or a 16’ (sixteen foot) pull behind pop-up camper may be stored directly behind the residence all year round.  To determine a front yard building line, see Frontage and yard requirements, Chapters 17.24.060; 17.28.060 and 17.32.060, with the exception of a corner lot.  For purposes of this section, corner lots shall have a front yard building line only on the side of a property where the front door to the residence is located. Under no circumstances shall a recreational vehicle or camping trailer, travel trailer, hauling trailer or boat trailer be parked or stored in the public right-of-way or City Street.  Refer to Chapter 10.24.130.  Certain Subdivision covenants shall also apply to this chapter.  (Amd. 10-08, eff. 07/26/10) (Amd. 16-07, eff. 07/13/16)

Chapter 17.48.080 change to read as follows:
17.48.080 Off-Street parking of vehicles, Recreational Vehicles and Trailers
Vehicles, recreational vehicles, motor homes, boats with trailers, buses, trucks, utility, construction and enclosed trailers, camping trailers, travel trailers and hauling trailers: 
A.    Vehicles, recreational vehicles, motor homes, boats with trailers, buses, trucks, utility, construction and enclosed trailers that comply with Chapter 8.16 Junk and Abandoned Vehicles, may be parked on residential driveways or parked adjacent to an existing driveway with a four-foot setback from any curb, sidewalk or street edge as to not obstruct the view of pedestrians and/or residents exiting their property.  No more than a total of two of the following types shall be permitted for each family living on the premises:  recreational vehicles, motor homes, boats with trailers, buses, trucks, utility, construction and enclosed trailers, camping trailers, travel trailers or hauling trailers.  A recreational vehicle, camping trailer or travel trailer shall not be occupied for more than 72 (seventy-two) hours while it is parked or stored in any area within the incorporated limits with the exception of the local Blue Grass Homecoming Days Special Event (see Section 10.24.031). Said recreational vehicles, camping trailers, travel trailers, hauling trailers or boat trailers may be parked or stored on any driveway or parked adjacent to an existing driveway during the months of April 1st through October 31st only.  Said recreational vehicles, camping trailers, travel trailers, hauling trailers or boat trailers shall not be parked or stored during the months of November 1st through March 31st unless they are located behind the front yard building line, except as authorized on appeal to the Zoning Board of Adjustments.  A 16’ (sixteen foot) utility trailer or a 16’ (sixteen foot) pull behind pop-up camper may be stored directly behind the residence all year round.  To determine a front yard building line, see Frontage and yard requirements, Chapters 17.24.060; 17.28.060 and 17.32.060, with the exception of a corner lot.  For purposes of this section, corner lots shall have a front yard building line only on the side of a property where the front door to the residence is located. Under no circumstances shall a recreational vehicle or camping trailer, travel trailer, hauling trailer or boat trailer be parked or stored in the public right-of-way or City Street.  Refer to Chapter 10.24.130.  Certain Subdivision covenants shall also apply to this chapter.  (Amd. 10-08, eff. 07/26/10) (Amd. 16-07, eff. 07/13/16) (Amd. 25-06, eff. 00/00/25)










Full force and effect.  This amendment shall be in full force and effect from the date of passage and publication as required by law.

Repealer.  This amendment shall be construed to repeal any prior amendment inconsistent herewith.

Severability of provisions.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or portion of this amendment be held invalid or unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed as separate, distinct and independent provision as such holdings shall not be affected the validity of the remaining portion hereof.
